Health check-ins from home   

St. Luke’s Home Care and Hospice Duluth® became the
first hospital-based home care program in Duluth to offer
home telemonitoring to patients. Using a state-of-the-art
monitoring system, physicians and nurses are able to
closely track a patient’s vital signs and related information
on a daily basis.

New treatment for swallowing difficulties

St. Luke’s Physical Rehabilitation Services began
offering a new treatment for patients with
dysphagia (swallowing difficulties) using
neuromuscular electrical stimulation (NMES).
This technology is designed to strengthen
muscles that assist in swallowing.
